CENTER FOR LATINO/A MENTAL HEALTH
The Chicago School of Professional Psychology
The Chicago School’s Center for Latino Mental Health aims to respond to the mental health needs of the Latino community by increasing access to culturally competent care through training and education; research, and community service. The Center resides within one of the academic departments - Clinical Counseling – and has a number of educational initiatives within it. 

Latino Mental Health Providers Network
The Center is currently developing a network of mental health service providers that will act to improve the cultural competency of said providers, increase access to mental health and augment the labor force of Latino mental health professionals. This network will provide culturally competent training, as well as coordination of direct services, public awareness, research, and outreach. Its efforts will be directed at enhancing the capacity of organizations, health care professionals and community agencies with limited staff and limited capacity to address critical needs. Concurrently, the network will also address immediate needs by placing 10 clinical counseling interns in member agencies to work with clients and staff.  Clinical support for the students will be provided through the network and will be made available to the agency members as well. The number of Latino/a students in the degree program doubled in one year with the announcement of this initiative. 
M.A. in Clinical Psychology,

Latino Mental Health Concentration

This concentration is aimed at students who seek to practice as mental health professionals at the M.A. level while aspiring to focus with Latino/a populations. In addition to a strong preparation in the essential diagnostic, counseling, and consultative skills necessary to treat a variety of emotional, intellectual and psychological conditions, this concentration provides specific emphasis on the assessment and treatment of Latino/a clients. The concentration is imbedded into the 60 credits of the M.A. degree. Our M.A. program prepares graduates to sit for professional counselor licensure (LPC and LCPC) in Illinois. 

Certificates in the Assessment and Treatment of Latino Mental Health

These certificates are available to mental health professionals, social service staff and para professionals who wish to Our post graduate certificate is appropriate for mental health professionals who wish to enhance their knowledge and competence working with the Latino/a population. The certificates consist of 12 credits of course work that can be completed in one year.
