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Manuel Paris, Psy.D. is an Assistant Professor of Psychology (in Psychiatry) at the Yale University School of Medicine and Director of Program Development for the Connecticut Mental Health Center. He also serves as Director of Training for the Latino Track of the Yale Psychology Pre and Post-Doctoral Fellowship Program at the Hispanic Clinic. Dr. Paris’ professional focus is on the application of evidence based behavioral health services within a culturally appropriate framework. He has co-authored several articles on Latino behavioral health issues and also teaches and lectures extensively on this topic. He is an investigator on several large scale grants focused on behavioral health disparities, such as the SAMHSA Co-Occurring State Incentive Grant and Mental Health Transformation State Incentive Grant, NIDA Clinical Trials Network and MIA: STEP initiative, and the NIMH Culturally Responsive Person-Centered Care for Psychosis project. He also serves as a Technical Advisor to the Annapolis Coalition on the Behavioral Health Workforce. He collaborated on the Coalition’s published recommendations on competency development in behavioral health to SAMHSA and contributed to a set of workforce recommendations presented to the Institute of Medicine. In addition, he is a Senior Advisor on Diversity for the Connecticut Workforce Collaborative on Behavioral Health. The organization’s mission is to develop and implement coordinated statewide planning and action to recruit, train, support, and retain members of this workforce. Most recently, he has co-established the Connecticut Latino Behavioral Health System (CT LBHS). The CT LBHS represents a united effort to expand and enhance a network of treatment services through unique workforce development initiatives developed from regional partnerships and tailored to meet the specific behavioral health needs of the Latino community.
